4. Cite reasons Copernicus gave for his belief that Ptolemy was wrong (about the earth’s lack of rotation). You can just show how Copernicus refuted Ptolemy.

5. Draw Ptolemy’s construction of the universe that explains geocentrism and a drawing that illustrates Copernicus’ view of heliocentrism.
